INTRODUCTION

The Town of Orchid, Florida is currently prepariogconsider annexation of portions of unincorpatate

Indian River County under the referendum procedures provided in Section 171.0413, Florida Statutes.
The area under consideration is commonly refewwexst‘Marsh Island” and consists of approximately

28.44 acres of developed lands along with 16.21 acres of contiguous submerged land between Marsh
Island and the western municipal boundary of Orchid. The annexation area lies west of the existing Town
of Orchid corporate limits along Wabasso Beach Raradbe Boulevard (County Road 510). Figure 1

depicts the general location of the proposed annexation area relative to Indian River County and Orchid.

Prior to the commencement of annexation procedures under Section 171.0413, Florida Statutes, the Town
of Orchid is required by Section 171.042, Floridat&es, “Prerequisites to Annexation”, to prepare

urban services and annexation report setting forth existing conditions, plans by the Town of Orchid to
provide urban services, and to file a report whiga Board of County Commissioners 15 days prior to
commencing the annexation procedures under Chapter 171.043, Florida Statutes. This report is intended
to satisfy those requirements and allow the Town to proceed with the public hearing process needed to
commence annexation.

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PREREQUISITES TO ANNEXATION

The requirements outlined in Section 171.042, Hborbtatutes, “Prerequisites to Annexation”, provide
that the urban service/annexation report shallatoribree types of information as follows:

1. Maps of the Proposed Annexation Area

2. Certification Statements Confirming Compliancehwtite Criteria Outlined in Section 171.043,
Florida Statutes, “Character of the Area to be Aeaé

3. Statements Describing the Plans of the Town ohi@rio Extend/ Provide Municipal Services to
the Proposed Annexation Area

The proposed annexation by referendum requirest@dopf an annexation ordinance prior to the ddite o
referendum. If the referendum is approved, the annexation ordinance becomes effective 10 days after the
referendum or as otherwise provided in the ordiednd no more than one year following the daténef t
referendum. Under the referendum provisions of Section 171.0413, Florida Statutes, Subsection 2, the
proposed annexation shall be submitted to a votieeofegistered electors of the area proposed to be

annexed. The referendum may be scheduled no sooner than 30 days following adoption of the annexation
ordinance at either the next regularly scheduledt®n or at a special election.

Section 171.0413, Florida Statutes, “Annexation Procedures”, provides the uniform method for
annexation of properties by municipalities in Fdieci Particular note of the following provisions of
Subsection 5 are provided and must be demonstrated prior to the annexation referendum:

“If more than 70 percent of the land in an aregpsed to be annexed is owned by individuals,
corporations, or legal entities which are not regixd electors of such area, such area shall not be
annexed unless the owners of more than 50 perééme éand in such area consent to such
annexation. Such consent shall be obtained by the parties proposing the annexation prior to the
referendum to be held on the annexation.”

As of the date of this report, the Town has reakive consent of 17 out of 28 of the property owner

within the area proposed for annexation, representing 25.45 acres out of the 28.44 acres (89.5%) of the
land within Marsh Island. In addition, there afe2il acres of land under the Indian River Lagoar th

are included in the annexation area, bringing the total area of the annexation to 44.65 acres. Including the
water area, the Town has consent of 57.0% of theeoship of the area to be annexed. Refer to théeTa

DESCRIPTIONS AND MAPS

The area proposed for annexation is located anic@ad within Section22 and 27 of Township 31 South
and Range 39 East of Indian River County, Floridiagent to the Town of Orchid Municipal Boundary
and a portion of the right-of-way associated witalMisso Beach Road (County Road 510). Maps are
provided as various figures throughout this docurasirequired.

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CERTIFICATIONS

Kimley-Horn and Associates, Inc. has prepared dapendent review of the area proposed for

annexation and based upon applicable professitanadards has determined that the proposed area for
annexation appears to meet the requirements and criteria for annexation as defined in Chapter 171, Part 1,
Florida Statutes. Our analysis included a reviéexisting conditions, historical records providegthe

Town, representations by the Town relating to cotsse® annexation obtained from electors residing

within the area proposed for annexation, review of observable conditions, review of publically available
County and Town records regarding the general lesgdpattern of the area, and a review of Town

records depicting existing water and sewer utdigtyvices in the area. For the purposes of thisrtep

verbatim section of the Statute is provided folldvisy supporting information ialics.

Chapter 171.031(11)Florida Statutes states “Contiguous” means tlsattstantial part of a boundary of
the territory sought to be annexed by a municipaditcoterminous with a part of the boundary of the
municipality. The separation of the territory sought to be annexed from the annexing municipality by a
publicly owned county park; a right-of-way for aghivay, road, railroad, canal, or utility; or a bazfy

water, watercourse, or other minor geographical division of a similar nature, running parallel with and
between the territory sought to be annexed and the annexing municipality, shall not prevent annexation
under this act, provided the presence of suchiaidivdoes not, as a practical matter, prevent the
territory sought to be annexed and the annexingaipality from becoming a unified whole with respec

to municipal services or prevent their inhabitgfrsn fully associating and trading with each other,
socially and economically. However, nothing heishall be construed to allow local rights-of-way,

utility easements, railroad rights-of-way, or listities to be annexed in a corridor fashion tmgai
contiguity; and when any provision or provisionsspécial law or laws prohibit the annexation of

territory that is separated from the annexing mipaidty by a body of water or watercourse, thert taa
shall prevent annexation under this act.

The Town certifies that the proposed annexation area is contiguous to the Town’s current
western boundary line along the east side of the Intracoastal Waterway Channel. Further, the
Town and Marsh Island are connected by County Road 510 (indicated as a rural major collector
in the Indian River County Comprehensive Plan) that makes traveling to and from the respective
areas relatively easy and thereby supporting the social and economic connections between the
annexed area and the annexing Town. The high-end value of current and future homes on Marsh
Island is comparable to existing homes located in the Town. Moreover, there is a possibility of
social interaction between residents, whether iabthe Orchid Island Golf and Beach Club or
another club facility at Marsh Island.

While Marsh Island and Orchid are separated by a water body, the two arehecame a
unified whole since the water does not hinder the ability for the annexed area to be provided with
municipal services, and the two areas are easily accessible to each other.
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Chapter 171.042 Prerequisites to annexation.

(1) Prior to commencing the annexation procedures under s. 171.0413, the governing body of the
municipality shall prepare a report setting forth the plans to provide urban services to any area to be
annexed, and the report shall include the following:

(@) A map or maps of the municipality and adja¢enitory showing the present and proposed muriicipa
boundaries, the present major trunk water mainssangr interceptors and outfalls, the proposed
extensions of such mains and outfalls, as requir@aragraph (c), and the general land use pattdhe
area to be annexed.
